Methods and Approaches English Language Teaching  

Important elements of Language teaching and learning - 

(1) Morphology - It deals with the study of word formation. 
(2) Phonology - It is a Systematic study of sound system of a language. 
(3) Sementics -  It is concerned with the study of meaning in all its 

aspects. 
(4) Syntax - It deals with the combination of words into phrases, clauses 

and sentaences. 
(5) Graphology - It is the representation of speech / sounds in writing. 
 

The correct sequence of language teaching is - L>S>R>W. 

Methods and Approaches - 

(1) Method - A method is an overall procedure for an orderly 
presentation of language material to the pupils. There can be many 
methods within an approach. 

(2) Approach - An approach refers to different theories about the nature 
of language and how languages are learnt. An approach describes the 
nature of the subject matter to be taught. An approach is a self - evident 
way of reaching the desired goal. 
 

Different methods -  

GRAMMAR-CUM-TRANSLATION METHOD   
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- Also called the Classical Method  

- Richards and Rogers (2002, 5) define it as: “A way of studying a language 
that approaches the language first through detailed analysis of its grammar 
rules, followed by application of this knowledge through the task of 
translating sentences and text into and out of the target language.”  
  

Principles;  

• Translation interprets foreign phraseology best.  

• Interpretation helps better Assimilation.  

• Structure of foreign language is best learnt when compared with the mother 
tongue.  

• Grammar is the soul of language.  

  

Procedure:  

- Meaning of every word interpreted in the mother tongue.  

- Meanings of phrases/sentences clarified through translation.  

- Simultaneous explanation of grammar rules.  

  

Merits:  

- Vocabulary development.  

- Better understanding of context.  

- Based on ‘Apperceptive Theory’.  
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- Textbook becomes the most important aid.  

- Develops the art & skill of translation.  

- Helps in testing Comprehension.  

  

Demerits:  

- No/less emphasis on Speaking, reading & Writing.  

- Expression???  

- Literal translation.  

- Habit of translation can inhibit thinking in Eng.  

- Quite artificial.  

- Not wholistic.  

- Dull & interesting.

• More emphasis on listening and speaking.  

• Less importance to mother tongue.

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• Approaches of English Teaching 

 

THE STRUCTURAL APPROACH  

This is the outcome of the efforts & researches done by the British Council 
in the Institute of education, Univ. of London.  
 

CONCEPT:  

• Arrangement of words in such a way as to form a suitable pattern of 
sentences.  

• Also known as ‘New Approach’ or ‘Aural-Oral Approach’.  

• The Approach is a scientific study of the fundamental structures of the 
English language, their analysis & logical arrangement.  – Brewington.  
  

Principles of Structural Approach:  

1) Speech is very important to fix these structure patterns or ground 
work in the mind of learner 2) Activities of the learner are more 
significance, rather than those of the teacher.  

3) The student has to fix up habits of language patterns in English. He has 
to forget for the time being, patterns of his own language- the mother-
tongue.  

4) The sentence patterns of English are to be picked up, practiced and fixed 
in mind.  
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Structure: -   

Different arrangements or patterns of words.  

Types of Structures:  

• Sentence pattern e.g. S+V+O.  

• Phrase pattern ; e.g. Humpty Dumpty sat on the wall (Phrase )  

• Formulae; Use of common language such as “Good Morning”; “Thank you” 
  Idioms; e.g. It was raining cats and dogs.  

  

Selection of Structure:  

   The selection of any structure to be taught in a particular class should be 
based on the following criteria; -  Usefulness.  

- Simplicity.  

- Teachability.  

- Gradation.  

 

Situational Approach of English Teaching 

The real and true meanings of words are known by the situation in which 
they are used by the speaker or the writer.So correct comprehension of the 
situation is very essential in order to pick up the desired meaning of particular 
structure. 

In situational approach, the foreign language should be taught by forming 
links between the new language items and real situations in the class room. 
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English teacher tries to create a life- like classroom situation to teach new 
words and sentence pattern of language items

Challenges of Teaching English : Difficulties in Learning English 
 (Role Of Home Language, Multilingualism)  
 
Language teaching and learning is a very complex process. There is no right 
solution to any problem. What works in one context may fail in another's. 
Perceptions differ from culture to culture, from region to region. In the west, 
a class of forty is considered large, but in India it is quite small. Certain 
issues are of perennial interest and keep surfacing from time to time. Some 
new solution to old problems are suggested in the light of changing 
perspectives in linguistics, psychology and pedagogy. English is a highly 
studious language but there is some 
 
Difficulties in teaching English 
 

• Lack of proper Aim: For English teaching, firstly, the proper aims of 
learning it should be clear for both students and teachers, often both 
learners and teachers are aimless. Lack of any proper aim has an adverse 
effect on teaching English. learning. The aim of the students is only to 
pass in the examination, so he is not able to command on the English 
language. 
 

• Low standard of Text-books: To effectively teach English language the 
standard of text-books should be high which has good vocabulary, correct 
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sentence pattern. & a correct grammar. But most of the text books are of 
low standard which hinders the learner's English learning. 
 

• Overcrowded classes: Due to the high population in India, there are too 
many students in the classes. Personal attention needs to be given to 
teach the language but it is impossible in overcrowded class. 
 

• Use of Traditional Methods: The material and methodology of learning 
create another problem. Although there are many learning methods, 
approaches, teachniques & materials but teachers are still preoccupied with 
traditional methods, techniques and approaches. Even the same type of 
method is used for all types of learners, wheather rural or urban, 
consequently belonging to various socio-economic status is a tremendous 
gap in the achievement of the pupils. 
 

• Lack of Clear-cut Policy: There is not any clear-cut or defined policy in 
English that's create a problem. For example, when teachers are sponsored 
by institutions or state government for post-graduation diploma courses for 
higher studies. So they are not sent for the apportunities in their clearly 
conceived plans for subsequent utilization. Sometimes they are not even 
consider to be on deputations or are not given full salary for the training 
period..  
 

• Defects in Evaluation: The criteria for passing in public examinations is no 
sufficient to motivate the learner. Marks obtain in English not clearly 
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indicate the level of learner in four language skills related achievement. At 
present examinations in English is knowledge oriented not skill-based. 
 
Examinations should be conducted for purposeful valuation and not to pass 
or fail candidate. The results of annual exams sh 
ow a lot of feedback data cut the Board of studies does not use this 
information for the purpose of evaluating syllabus, materials, examination 
schemes, etc. 
Writing is still given place in English language examination and speech is 
ignored. 
 
Language Difficulties: Following are the language difficulties 
 
1. The Problem of English verses Hindi as a second language - Hindi has 
been declared as official language, but it is also true that English will remain 
associate as official language after sometimes or years. As far as the Hindi-
regions are concerned in India, there is not much problem in English teaching, 
but there are Non-Hindi regions like Tamilnadu, Kashmir etc. in such regions 
from Hindi or English, one language s taught as second language and the 
other as a third language. As a result, English is taught as a third language 
in some Non-Hindi regions. Hence the truth is that English is not being 
taught in India in a uniform way which comes as a problem. 
 

3. Lack of Teacher's Competencies- Teaching English also include 
problems like aspect content element and skill element. Competent 
teachers are not sufficient in English.
