THE BILINGVAL METHOD
The Bilingual method is mainly concerned with

presentation and practice of language material.
The Bilingual Method was first tried in Welsh
[V.K]. It was experimented upon at the Central

Institute of English Language, Hyderabad Dr.
Shastri who conducted the experiment, thinks
that this method is highly successful and provides
adequate use in English in the class-room It tries
to make the judicious use of mother-tongue for
teaching English.

Its principal features are as follows-

Using mother-tongue and English on a |l basis.
I}l ratio means the use of one mother-tongue
word or sentence to one word or sentence of
English. The teacher presents the new structure
or word by translating it into mother-tongue and
then using it in English.

Instructions to repeat language item etc. are given
in mother-tongue.

Drills are given in English, but while testing,
mother tongue is used at intervals.
The mother-tongue
bilingual position to the monolingual position at
the end.

It is true that the method does give recognition
to the fact that the second or third language
learner  knows his  mother tongue and this

teacher uses from the

situation can be  profitably used  for teaching
English. The method does not inhibit the use of
mother tongue.

The West’s method -
Dr.
method or

West method is also known as reading
text book wmethod. Dr. West
conducted an extensive research and experiments
on the problems of teaching English as a foreign
language in India. The the
outcome of his research. It stood as a reaction
against the Direct Method.

Dr.  West  approached the  problem  of
teaching English not from the standpoint of
pedagogy, but from the standpoint of social needs
of the Indian people. He holds that, “Indian boys
need most of all to be able to read English, than
to write it, and lastly to speak it and understood
it when spoken”. Moreover, he waintains that
“learning to read a language is by far the
shortest road to learning to speak and write it.
“According to him it is easier to acquire a reading
knowledge of a language than to acquire a
speaking. So the teacher’s chief concern should
be to develop the habit of purposeful silent

THE STRUCTURAL APPROACH

This is the outcome of the efforts & researches
done by the British Council in the Institute of
education, Univ. of London.

CONCEPT:

Arrangement of words in such a way as to form a

suitable pattern of sentences.

Also known as ‘New Approach’ or ‘Aural-Oral
Approach’.

The Approach is a scientific study of the
fundamental structures of the English language,
their analysis & logical  arrangement. -
Brewington.

Principles of Structural Approach:

Speech is very important to fix these structure
patterns or ground work in the mind of learner
Activities of the learner are more significance,
rather than those of the teacher.

The student has to fix up habits of language
patterns in English. He has to forget for the time
being, patterns of his own language- the mother-
tongue.

The sentence patterns of English are to be picked
up, practiced and fixed in mind.

Structure: -
Different arrangements or patterns of words.

Types of Structures.

Sentence pattern e.g. S+V+0.

Phrase pattern ; e.g. Humpty Dumpty sat on the
wall (Phrase)

Formulae; Use of common language such as

Situational Approach of English Teaching
The real and true meanings of words are known
by the situation in which they are used by the

speaker or the writer.So correct comprehension of

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the situation is very essential in order to pick up
the desired meaning of particular structure.

In  situational approach, the foreign language
should be taught by forming links between the
new language items and real situations in the
class room.

English teacher tries to create a life- like
classroom situation to teach new words and
sentence pattern of language items

Real situations

Artificial situations or contrived situations

which
experienced directly through sensory organs. These

Real situations — are those can be
situations have maximum value in teaching a
foreign language.

But every time, it is not possible to provide direct

experiences in the classroom.

Artificial situations— Artificial situations include
displaying of pictures, models and diagram. When
these artificial items do not show real meaning
